Met approxi-
mately 40 men at the fish farms. Some of the trout farms are a part of a co-operative effort,
some are family owned with more than one generation, some are private with severa stockhold-
ers, and one was privately owned by oneindividual.

The current leader of the co-operative effort had recently presented the trout farm pro-
ject to a nationwide economic development contest. The winner was to get some federal fund-
ing. His project took 1% place out of 500 entrees. He was very sharp.
